-lays out the objectives of those categories

Pg 168 *Reasons

-immigration has built and transformed the population while making significant contributions to the development of our economy, our society and our culture

-immigration will support economic growth

-we need immigration because of demographic changes 

*Supporting statistics from Stats Canada

-sometime between 2025 and 2030 births to Canadian parents will equal deaths (zero growth rate, unless we have immigration)

-Labour force growth, between 2011 and 2016, Canadians entering the labour force will equal the number of people retiring (labour force will shrink)

4. What is the point system for accepting immigrants? 1 mark

Pg 172 -part of the criteria that Canada uses to decide who to accept as immigrants
5. Which categories of immigrants do not have to qualify under the point system? 1 mark

Pg172 refugee and family-class immigrants
6. List 3 health factors that impact qualifying as an immigrant into Canada. 3 marks

Pg 172 – a person may refused entry if:

1. their poor health would put Canadians at risk

2. they have a condition that would endanger public safety

3. they would put ‘excessive demand’ on Canada’s health care services

7. How are Canada’s immigration laws different today than in the past? 2 marks

Pg 173 –today no one is excluded because of their race or country of origin

-possible immigrants are evaluated equally, which avoids favoritism (eg. as in the past towards people of British ancestry) and discrimination (eg. as in the past towards people from Asian countries)

8. How do you think immigration policies might change in the future? Why? 2 marks

-various answers… marks for stating a change and giving evidence to support it

9. List the 2 objectives of Canada’s Immigration and Refugee Protection Act that you think are the most important. Give reasons for your selections. 2 marks

Pg 177 Four possible choices of objective, reasons for choice will vary.

-save lives and offer protection to people who are displaced and persecuted

-fulfill and affirm Canada’s international commitments to protect refugees

-grant fair consideration to people who claim to be persecuted, as an expression of  Canada’s humanitarian ideals

-offer refuge to people facing persecution because of race, religion, political opinion or membership in a social group etc

10. According to “A Refugee’s Experience” on page 178, how did qualifying as a refugee affect Mary’s quality of life? 1 mark

-positive impact on her quality of live because she has safety, security, education, etc
11. List 2 examples of evidence can you find on pages 177 and 178 that Canada’s immigration legislation responds to world issues? 1 mark

-accepting refugees from Hungary and Sudan when their own countries became dangerous to live in

-is considered a danger to the security of Canada

April 4th  (since the Singh decision in 1985)

16. Describe the Singh decision. 3 marks

-Satnam Singh from India wanted refugee status, govt. rejected his case

-The Immigration Act of 1976 did not allow him to state his case in person or appeal the government’s decision

-the Supreme Court said this violated section 7 of the Charter of Rights and Freedoms

Now 

– all people claiming refugee status in Canada have a right to a attend a hearing with the Immigration and Refugee Board

-the Canadian government provides the necessities of life for people while they are waiting for their hearings 

17. List the 5 perspectives on the Singh decision from page 182. State which perspective do you agree with, or give your own. State why you chose that perspective. 2 marks

Pg 182 Perspectives

-people should have to apply properly abroad to come to Canada

-if you are being persecuted in your own country it is difficult to apply, need to come and face a hearing

--the Supreme Court should not be making independent decisions on immigration

-unfair that Canadian taxpayers have to pay for the expenses of people who are here illegally, encourages abuse of the rules

-we need to protect people of the world who are at risk of human rights violations, we signed treaties saying that we would do this

-reasons for choice of perspective will vary

18. What perspective on immigration was given in Resolution number 49 from the Assembly of First Nations on October 31, 2005.  1 mark

Pg 184 -AFN wanted the government to freeze all immigration coming to Canada until it had fulfilled it’s obligations to the First Nations people (improved housing, education, health, employment, etc. )

19. What challenges and opportunities does immigration pose for Franco-Albertan communities? 2 marks

Pg 185 

Challenges 

–adjustment for Francophone schools to deal with non-European cultures

--a vision for French speaking immigration is needed so that these people don’t become statistics

-students gravitate to English schools

-parents need to become involved in the schools

Opportunities

-welcome centers help Francophones get settled and become part of the community, don’t have to lose French language or culture

-many French speaking African children now in Alberta schools

-provinces can set up their own immigration offices in foreign countries

Construction, transportation, manufacturing, resource development, retail, hospitality, agriculture, education, health and social services

24. The graph on page 190 shows that Alberta receives ____8____% of Canada’s immigration. What challenges do you think face Alberta without enough immigrants? 

2 marks

-answers will vary, slower development? More Aboriginal employment? Higher wages for employees because of demand? Sustained growth, we’re doing ok?

25. Identify 2 specific examples that the Canada-Quebec Accord offers the province of Quebec ways to affirm the use of the French language. 2 marks

-Quebec can nominate the percentage of immigrants that corresponds with its population

-immigrant children who settle in Quebec must attend French-language schools

-Quebec seeks immigrants who’s first language is French

-75% of  French-speaking immigrant settle in Quebec (however, there are still more non-Francophone immigrant to Quebec than Francophone immigrants every year!)
